▪ Make your will a will to live by setting up a legacy with Christian Aid or 
another Aid Agency.  

▪ Look for a new internet server run by an Aid Agency  

▪ Receive regular updates about Christian Aid's work world-wide, apply 
for a subscription to their quarterly magazine Christian Aid News.  

▪ Use your gifts and skills for the benefit of an Aid Agency by applying 
for a variety of volunteering posts, e.g becoming a Christian Aid Teacher 
to promote the work of Christian Aid in schools and colleges.  

▪ Change to AquaAid Water Coolers who give a large cut of their profits 
to helping Christian Aid; if your Church or business has water coolers 
enquire about the possibility of changing to AquaAid.  

▪ Volunteer with an Aid Agency such as the International Voluntary 
Service or the United Mission to Nepal.
