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The project consists of three elements:

1.  The public show

An interactive virtual world of colour. Projected using data projector from a computer. Visitors ‘drive’ through the sphere of colour to reveal the messages left by previous contributors about the colours that were significant to them.  We are developing a steering wheel/gamepad style interface e.g.  as the visitor drives around the world they can ‘smash’ into a face to reveal the message left by that contributor.
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Looking at the world from outside
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Driving around the world using the joystick/gamepad/steering wheel










Inside the world – each face is the colour

chosen by the contributor
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2. Adding a contribution

Visitors are invited to leave a message to be added to the sphere for subsequent showings of the work.   Demographic, personal interest,  opinion data are requested using a computer based(or paper based) questionnaire. The visitor selects their colour and they are recorded giving their message (up to 5 mins). This may be as reflective as they want.  No editing of the contribution will take place provided the contribution is not illegal or offensive.

The contribution is then processed and added to the sphere and the data is added to our colour database.

  When face is driven into the video message is revealed
3. Interrogating the database  in planning stage




The research activity of the database is to discover how people are giving meaning to colour at this time in history. The search tool will allow interrogations to be made of a form e.g. ’30-40 female UK’  further refinements will allow other of the fields to be included e.g. ’30-40 female UK left-wing’    Alternatively, a colour could be selected and then the details displayed.  This stage is under the planning stage of development.
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
